For example, among all employed persons aged 20-29
averaged over the 12-month period before enumeration, 2.5% had worked in the mainland of China
during the 12 months before enumeration.

For the purpose of the enquiry “Hong Kong residents working in the mainland of China”, Hong
Kong residents working in the mainland of China (the Mainland) referred to persons in the
Hong Kong Resident Population who had worked in the Mainland during the 12 months before
enumeration, irrespective of the number of times they had travelled to work in the Mainland
during the 12-month period and the duration of each stay. However, persons who went to the
Mainland only to conduct business negotiations and inspection of business, and/or to attend
trade fairs, meetings and business-related entertainment were not regarded as “working in
the Mainland”. Transport workers commuting between Hong Kong and the Mainland, and
fishermen or seamen working within the waters of the Mainland were also excluded. The “Hong
Kong Resident Population” comprises “Usual

Residents” and “Mobile Residents”. “Usual Residents” include two categories of people: (1) Hong Kong
Permanent Residents who have stayed in Hong Kong for at least three months during the six months
before the reference time-point or for at least three months during the six months after the reference
time-point, regardless of whether they are in Hong Kong or not at the reference time-point; and (2) Hong
Kong Non-permanent Residents who are in Hong Kong at the reference time-point. As for “Mobile
Residents”, they are Hong Kong Permanent Residents who have stayed in Hong Kong for at least one
month but less than three months during the six months before the reference time-point or for at least
one month but less than three months during the six months after the reference time-point, regardless of
whether they are in Hong Kong or not at the reference time-point.
